Meeting of Ex-Servicemen Held at Kabirwala on 16th October, 2011
IT was in the background of the above e-mails sent out that PESA organized it’s first meeting in the campaign to reach out to the Ex-Servicemen in their respective areas. It was the first of its kind to mobilize the Ex-Servicemen on one platform to trigger the voice of the nation and mobilize the public opinion on the key issue of Security and Sovereignty of Pakistan. Some issues of collective welfare of the Ex-Servicemen were also on the Agenda and were discussed at the meeting. Some reflections of the meeting are displayed above to give you the idea of the response.  A good gathering of some nearly 700 of Ex-Servicemen attended. This largely was made successful by the efforts of Rear Admiral Saeed Sargana,(Retd), Ch Khaleel Ex Councilor and Submariner Master Chief Petty Officer Ghulam Mustafa. Some of the Staff of Effef industries and in particular Mr Bashir Ahmad also made a very valuable contribution 
This representative gathering consisted of people largely from Multan Division. Special thanks are due to Major Tahir Kazmi (Retd) who brought his team of Ex-Servicemen from Multan. We are particularly grateful to Rear Admiral Saeed (Retd) who provided all the buses. Flight lieutenant Rao Jamshed was also there, enthusiastic as ever, with a group of Airmen from Shorkot.
We were all hoping that Admiral Fasih Bokhari (Retd) would come from Islamabad to preside over the meeting. But due to his new assignment as Chairman NAB he could not make himself available. Incidentally, this was the third time that he could not make it convenient to attend the function at Kabirwala. The people missed him but understood the reason. The meeting started with the recitation of” Holy Koran” by Ghulam Mustafa Ex Pakistan Navy.. A local poet Talib, recited his poem which was most appropriate for the occasion and was applauded very enthusiastically by all. The other speakers from different parts of Multan Division all fully endorsed the need to organize all Ex-Servicemen on one platform so that they become a voice which should count. They also raised some points for the welfare of Ex-Servicemen which are summarized below. Major Khurram (Retd) was there representing the youth and he in his fiery address sensitized the gathering. This motivated the aging Ex-Servicemen to raise the slogans most enthusiastically and they punctuated his speech with these slogans and even some others after him. All the Members present vowed that at the next meeting they all will bring at least 4-6 additional Ex-Servicemen with them. This response was very encouraging. Rear Admiral Saeed Sargana (Retd, who is running an excellent school at Pul Bhagar, highlighted the need to harmonize the voices of all the retired Personnel so that it can mobilize the Public opinion in the right direction and prove an essential say in picking and supporting the best candidates in the next elections. He also emphasized the need to carry the organization of PESA right to the grassroots level.

    He emphasized that the maximum concentration of Ex-Servicemen is in Khanewal Area, with a strength of  about 40,000.They have problems of education of their children, jobs for the retired personnel and their children and the tedious procedure to obtain the pension for the widows. He particularly highlighted that at the death of the husband when she immediately needs the money this is denied for want of a laborious procedure. It must be streamlined and also she must have some money dispersed to her at the time of the death of the husband to cater for immediate expenses. He also stressed that since the personnel of the Armed forces retire at an early age there should be some mechanism for their job opportunities. He suggested that all the institutions of the Armed Forces, like Fauji foundation, AWT, Askari Bank and District Boards should only employ suitable Rx-Servicemen rather than employ civilians.
· Honorary Captain Akram

   He urged that this forum should address the urgent problems of Ex-servicemen who retire at a young age. Pension is their only source of income. The widow’s half pension should be restored to the full pension of the husband The Ex-Servicemen hardly get any attention in the hospitals of the Armed Forces. If it is not possible to cater for them, then they should be given a fixed Medical Allowance like what the civilians get. He again raised the question of 18 Squares of Army Land which has been wrongly distributed to non Entitled Personnel.
· Subedar Major Badsha Khan
             He gave his whole hearted support to the need of having an organization of Ex-Servicemen which can prepare this Nation to meet                               
           all the challenges. He also regretted that Ex-Servicemen have not come in their full strength. He exhorted everyone that next time each one                             of the present participants should bring 4-6 other members with him. All present vowed to do that.  

· Havildar Bashir Ahmad

    The retired personnel should get a plot either in Defense Schemes or some agricultural land should be given to them He cautioned the Ex-Servicemen to keep a watch over all the subversive activities.

  He reminded that the points raised at the last meeting are still pending and that no action has been taken so far.  He re-iterated the need to streamline the procedure for validation of Jahez Fund, Union Council quota on merit, improving the Fauji Foundation Hospital at Khanewal land the provision of Medical Facilities at CMH for wives and children too. He also suggested that for such meetings, DCO should also be invited.

· Flight Lieutenant Rao Jamshed
  He was fully supportive of the need to mobilize Ex-Servicemen and make them a strong voice. In addition to his organizing Ex-Servicemen in Shorkot area, he offered to undertake similar efforts in Okara and Sahiwal Districts, where his Rajput clan of Ex-Servicemen live in large numbers.      
Brigadier Mian Muhammad Mahmud (Retd) in his closing address conveyed the regrets of President of PESA Admiral Fasih Bokhari for not being again able to come to Kabirwala to preside over this meeting. He explained the pressing circumstances which made it impossible for him to attend this important function. He summed up all the points raised in connection with the welfare of Ex-Servicemen. He assured them that PESA is not asleep on these issues but have been actively following those. On the issue of one rank and one pension, they have met all the relevant authorities who agree in principle, but regret that the paucity of budgetary resources is the most important hurdle.  As regards the functioning and updating the Fauji Foundation hospital at Khanewal, he informed the gathering that they met with the relevant authorities of Fauji Foundation and apprised them of the problem. In their answer, they showed the survey carried out by their teams which indicated that not that many patients visit this hospital as it was envisaged, so they had to down grade it. They are prepared to do another survey if the Ex-Servicemen of the area so desire. On the point raised by Poet Talib of Kabirwala that the camping ground in the middle of Kabirwala should be preserved by the Army as playing grounds for the youth of the Area rather than lease it out for growing vegetable. He promised all help at what ever level, it may be required. It was also promised that all the other points raised would receive serious consideration and what ever can be done in those respect will be pursued.

In summation, he endorsed the views expressed as regards the serious threats to Pakistan’s Security and Sovereignty He highlighted the history of 60 Years dictation from America that our rulers and in particular the Military Dictators, have been endorsing and following. He urged that the time has come to put an end to all such policies. No one man, like what Musharraf did, has the right to dictate and determine the fate of Pakistan. From now onwards, the decisions should be forthcoming which should be only in  the best National Interest of Pakistan rather than what suits and serves  the causeand objectives  of Foreign Powers It should be evolved as the consensus of National will and determination. This calls for unity. It was the role and function of National Assembly but unfortunately it has failed to act. Now that the All Parties Conference has passed a unanimous Resolution which has also been endorsed by the Parliament, it is incumbent on the Government to follow it in letter and spirit. If it fails then the public opinion would need to be mobilized to keep the Government on that path and direction.” PESA has with this meting to-day made the start and laid the path to follow”, he said forcefully.
He then read out the salient features of the Draft Executive Report on” Pakistan’s Security and Stability in this Traumatic World” which has been compiled by PESA as is in circulation for opinion and comments before it is finalized. He explained at length the CONCLUSION of the report. At the end he asked the gathering if they approved all those points of line of Action recommended.  There was a unanimous roar in approval of it.
In conclusion, he laid out the plan for organizing PESA at grass roots level. In the decision to reach out to Ex-Servicemen this will play the pivotal role? He announced that Rear Admiral Saeed Sargana  (Retd) has been nominated as the President of Multan Chapter. PESA will be organized from the village level to Union Council, then upwards toTehsil, District and Divisional level’s. There will be elections to all offices held and the details will be sent to the President of Provincial Chapter at Lahore and the PESA Secretariat at Rawalpindi
The Meeting ended with vote of thanks to all the participants and with the promise that shortly another bigger and more representative meeting will be held in the area so selected.
